I received guidance from the Department for Education (DfE) last night which stated “Schools and 
Further Education settings should remain open” and that “Education and childcare settings 
may want to consider conducting special activities, holding assemblies or adapting planned 
lessons to reflect the period of national mourning and commemorate the life of Her Majesty”. 
 

Today, l have held assemblies with the children and had moments of reflection, for children and 
staff, plus shared a poem alongside the BBC Newsround video of 8th September, 2022.   
 
During the period of national mourning, initially, our Teachers will focus aspects of learning on the 
legacy of Her Majesty, Queen Elizabeth II, and also learn more about our new Majesty, King Charles 
III.  I am sure that staff will share some the learning activities with you via ClassDojo. 
 
I have paused sending our weekly newsletter as l am waiting for further information from the 
Government before l share future School events and dates with you all. 
 
Our heartfelt sympathies and thoughts are with the Royal Family as they adjust to the death of their 
dear family member at this time of sadness and inevitable change.
