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The Sports for Schools programme is a Secial Enterprise operated by Sportivater Limited. Your school has retained Sports for Schools to help organise an inspiring event which will be led by an elite athlete
to help raise funds for your school to support greater physical activity, Sports for Scheols’ mission is to inspire children to be more physically active, resilient and lead healthy lives, and to support elite
athletes to train and inspire the next generation. Your school will pay Sports for Schools for the event which will enable Sports for Schools ta support athletes financially and enable it to continue to advance
its physical fitness mission and activities in two elements: firstly, a fee per pupll participating In the fitness circuit: 50-79 pupils £3.00 per pupil, 80-149 pupils £2.00 per pupil, 150- 349 pupils £1.50 per pupil,
350+ £1.00 per pupil. If insufficient funds are raised to cover this participation fee, as a social enterprise Sports for Schools will cover any shortfall aut of its own resources - your school is never left oyt
of pocket. Sports for Schools never turns down a school that wishes to run an event even when there is little expectation of a fee being received. To calculate the second part of the fee, a “Remainder” is
calculated by taking the total of participation fees from the total funds raised; 60% of any such Remainder will go to your school in the form of a voucher to spend on activities, services or equipment to
promate physical activity and 40% will go to Sports for Schools. Your school will purchase their voucher from Sports for Schools, and Sports for Schools will purchase such vouchers from its partners at:
a lower wholesale price. By way of examples: (1) if the total of the fees per pupil came to £200 and the total donations came to £150 then Sports for Schools would receive just the E1507in total and the <
school would not receive a voucher; or (2) if the total fees per pupil came to £200 and the total donations came to £2,000 then Sports for Schools would receive £200 + (£2,000 - £200) x 40% = £200 + £720
which comes to £920 in total. The school would receive a voucher with a value of £2,000 - £920 = £1,080, and Sports for Schools will purchase such vouchers at a lower wholesale trade price or prices and/
or supply the voucher themselves at Sports for Schools’ own cost. To date, Sports for Schools has helped schools raise over £5,000,000 to promote physical activity and inspired over 2.5 million children,
